PUBLIC ENTITIES CORPORATE GOVERNANCE ACT – [CAP 10:31]

Further to my letter of 11 June, 2018 which covered a range of documentation relevant to the implementation of the Public Entities Corporate Governance Act for onward conveyance to the management of all Public Entities falling within the respective purview of Heads of Ministries, I write to draw specific attention to two other elements related to the Act where time-bound responses are required from all Public Entities.

Section 46 (1)(a) and (b) of the Act stipulates as follows :-

(1) Within two months after the fixed date
, the chief executive officer of every public   entity shall provide the Unit
, in writing, with the following particulars—


(a)
in regard to all the members of the entity’s board—


(i)
their names and addresses; and


(ii)
which of them are executive members and which are independent members; and


(iii)
the dates on which they were first appointed to the board and the dates on which their current terms of office expire; and


(iv)
their terms and conditions of service, in particular their current remuneration, allowances and benefits;


(b)
in regard to himself or herself and employees of the entity concerned holding office on the next two levels of management below the level of chief executive officer—


(i)
their names and addresses; and


(ii)
the dates on which they were first appointed to their current positions and, where applicable, the dates on which their current terms of office expire; and


(iii)
their terms and conditions of service, in particular their current remuneration, allowances and benefits;

and the line Minister shall ensure compliance with this subsection.

In order to facilitate compliance with the above requirements, an appropriate template has been developed and is attached hereto.

Heads of Ministries are requested to ensure that the State Entities which fall under them complete the forms and submit them to this Office no later than Friday 11 August, 2018.

Also attached is a PECG Act Compliance Status Questionnaire.

Heads of Ministries are requested to ensure that this questionnaire is forwarded to all their State Entities and to ensure that the completed questionnaire is returned to this Office no later than Friday 11 August, 2018.

The questionnaire is designed to enable this Office to establish baseline data on the current status of compliance with the provisions of the Act and to provide a basis on which to measure future progress towards compliance.

Your usual cooperation in ensuring timely and full responses, by all State Entities for which you bear oversight responsibility, to both templates is appreciated.
